Ratatoui l le over  Spaghett i  Squash  
Serves :  4  
 

Ingred ien ts  
1  med ium spaghe t t i  squash  
1  med ium onion,  chopped  
2  c loves  g ar l i c ,  chopped  
2  la rge  tomatoes ,  chopped  
1 medium zucchin i ,  chopped  
1 red  pepper ,  chopped  
1  cup s l i ced  mushrooms  
1  med ium eggp lan t ,  pee led  & cubed  
1  te aspoon oregano  
1  te aspoon bas i l  
1  1 ⁄2 cups  no sa l t  added o r  low sodium spaghe t t i  
s auce  
 
Method  
1 .  Prehea t  oven to  350•F.  S l i ce  spaghet t i  squash 

in  ha l f  leng thwise  and remove  seeds .  Pl ace  
bo th ha lves ,  sk in  s ide  up,  on a  baking  shee t .  
Bake  for  45  minutes  or  un t i l  tender .  

2.  Meanwhi le ,  hea t  2  tablespoons  wa te r  in  a  
l a rge  deep ski l l e t .  Water - s au té  onion un t i l  
so f tened ,  about  3  minu tes .  Add ga r l i c  &  cook 
for  1  minu te ,  add ing  more  water  as  necessary  
to  preven t  scorch ing .   

3 .  Reduce  hea t  to  low -med ium& add tomatoes ,  
eggp lan t ,  zucch in i  ,  r ed pepper ,  mushrooms ,  
oregano,  and  bas i l .  Cove r  and cook,  s t i r r ing  
occas iona l ly  unt i l  vege tab les  are  very  tender ,  
abou t  1  hour .   

4 .  Add spaghe t t i  s auce  & s immer fo r  an  add i -
t iona l  5  minu tes .  

5 .  When squash i s  done ,  remove  f rom oven &,  
us ing  a  fork,  s crape  spaghe t t i - l i ke  s t r ands  
f rom the  squash on to  se rv ing  p la tes .  Top wi th 
eggp lan t  mix ture .
