Quinoa Pilaf with Chickpeas &     
Almonds  
Makes 4 servings  
 
 
Ingredient s :  
2  tab lespoons (30ml)  Water  or  Vegetab le Stock  
1 Onion Chopped  
1 St ick Cinnamon  
4 Cardamom Pods  
2 c loves of  Garl ic ,  crushed  
1 Red Pepper ,  chopped  
2 Courget tes ,  s l iced  
225g Quinoa  
600ml  Vegetable Stock or  Water  
250g Cooked Chickpeas  
60g Toasted Flakes A lmonds  
60g Pumpkin Seeds  
Handful  of  fresh Cor iander or  Parsley ,  chopped  
 
Method:  
1 .  Heat  the water  in a l arge  saucepan and 

saute the Onion wi th the Cinnamon St ick 
and Cardamom Pods for  2 minutes .  

2 .  Add the Gar l ic ,  Peppers and Courget tes 
and cook for  a  fur ther   2  minutes .  Add the 
Quinoa,  Vegetable Stock and cooked 
Chickpeas .  St ir  and br ing to the boi l .     
Reduce the heat  and s immer for  about  20 
minutes unt i l  the l iquid has been absorbed 
and the Quinoa i s  cooked.  

3.  Pi le  the  P i la f  on to the serv ing p lates .  
Scat t er  over  the Almonds and Pumpkin 
Seeds .  Sprinkle wi th chopped Coriander 
or  Pars ley
